ABOUT RANGITOTO

Sitting majestically just off the Auckland coast, this unique volcanic
island boasts a fascinating landscape of rugged lava crops, lush native
bush and sandy coves. Rangitoto is a public reserve, managed hy the
Department of Conservation.

GEOLOGY: Rangitoto Island erupted from the sea in a series of dramatic
explosions around 600 years ago. This makes it the youngest island in the
Hauraki Gulf, and the last and largest volcano to be formed in the
Auckland volcanic field.

FLORA & FAUNA: Famed worldwide as a botanical gem, Rangitoto is home
to New Zealand's largest Pohutakawa forest. There are now more than 200
species of native plants including 40 species of fern. Many of the plants
are unusual hybrids and very rare.

PEOPLE: Today Rangitoto has no permanent population, but in the early
20th century there was a small community living in ‘baches’ (simple holiday
houses) scattered along the shoreline. Further building was prohibited in
1937, and many of the original baches have disappeared over the decades
leaving just the few you see today.

To help the cause, please make sure
all your bags are rodent and insect free,
and ensure all footwear is free of seeds.

- Dogs and bikes are not permitted on the
island.
